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This symposium intends to combine major institutions (Geophysical Laboratory, ENS Lyon, Sovolev Institute, Academia Sinica-IES, and Tohoku Univ.) for exchange ideas to make further collaboration on material science of the Earth and to develop new exciting research fields and to make fundamental findings that will transform our knowledge on the Earth to our community.
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
